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I. General Exam Guidelines

1. Students are responsible for all Syllabus materials and class lectures covered in class unless excluded by this study guide.  There will be no questions related to the textbook material.
2. Note:  I do not require the student memorize specific Bible verses or references, but the student should be familiar with the basic idea of the verses if they are explained or summarized in class.
3. There will be no questions from any of the textbooks.  You may use an unmarked Bible.  No electronic texts or notes of any kind are permitted for the exam.
II. Study Guide

A. Worldview & Revelation
1. Know the definition and relevance of worldview thinking with respect to developing a biblical concept of revelation.
2. Know the major elements of a world view and why they are important.

3. Know the different concepts of revelation as understood in Pantheism, Atheistic Materialism, and Theism.

4. Know and be able to identify the Four General Categories of Theology and the Special Categories of Theology discussed in class.

B. Contemporary Challenges
1. Know the various contemporary challenges to the authority of Scripture (e.g., Christian Science).

C. General Revelation & Natural Theology

1. Know which Biblical texts demonstrate the reality of General Revelation.
2. Know the foundations of theology (i.e., Principia).
3. Know the basic definitions related to the discussion.

4. Know the issues related to the Usefulness of Natural Theology.

D. The Necessity of Special Revelation

1. The student is not responsible for the various definitions of Contingency and Necessity.  They will not be tested.

2. Know the basic reasons for the necessity of verbal revelation.

3. Know the basic reasons for the necessity of written special revelation.

E. Inspiration of the Scriptures

1. Know the erroneous views of Inspiration and the objections to each view.

2. Know the issues related to Verbal Plenary Inspiration, such as the definition, biblical evidence, the results of VPI.

3. Know the issues related to the nature of proof and the specific proofs for inspiration.

4. Note you are not responsible for the “Jesus Seminar of Jesus” material in the handout.

F. Justifying Inerrancy

1. Know the introductory matter related to justifying inerrancy.

2. Know the materials related to a rational belief in inerrancy.

3. Know the basic principles regarding how to resolve Bible difficulties.
